University of America and his S.T.L. in Moral Theology from the
University of Fribourg, Switzerland. He has testified before the
US Senate Committee on Health and Public Safety and the
President’'s National Bioethics Advisory Commission. In 2006, Pope
Benedict XVI appointed him to the Vatican's Pontifical Academy
for Life.
