STM CATECHUMENATE
INQUIRY

Have you been thinking about becoming
Catholic? Or perhaps you are simply interested in
learning more about Catholic beliefs and practices?
Do you need more time to discern your initial decision
to explore what the Catholic Church offers?

If you have answered "Yes" to the above
questions, the St. Thomas More Catholic Community
cordially invites you to the initial meetings for
"Inquirers” on the second and fourth Mondays of the
month. The next Inquiry session will be MONDAY,
February 8 at 7:00 p.m. in the Chapel.

These “Inquiry Sessions"” comprise the first
phase of a four phase formation process for adults
known as the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults
(R.C.I.A. for short.) This Inquiry Phase is also known
as the Period of Evangelization. During this period of
inquiry, the initial awakenings of faith and conversion
are reinforced through genuine questioning of what
life can be in Christ and how the Church provides that
meaning.

After participation in the Period of Inquiry or
Evangelization, the candidates then express their
desire to become fully initiated members of the
Catholic community and are accepted into the second
phase of formation, the more systematic and intense
Period of the Catechumenate.

Dear Wayne,

Parish missions began in the eighteenth century.
Saint Alphonsus Liguori, a priest of the Diocese of
Naples, made significant contributions to the
development of parish missions. The Redemptorists
brought them to America one hundred years later. A
parish mission is a preaching event conducted on
consecutive mornings/evenings. The preaching
centers on the Word of God as well as Catholic
doctrine and Catholic practice. This preaching
emphasizes an individual's personal relationship with
the Lord, a deeper sense of the parish community,
and a greater consciousness of service within this
community. A parish mission allows you to take some
time to look at your life, values, and direction. It
encourages you to ask: "What is really important to
me? What am I doing with my life? What values do I
have? Where does God fit into my life? What does
my faith, my church, mean to me?" People seeking
spiritual renewal, both as individuals and as a parish,
are strongly encouraged to talk to their pastors,
parish councils, and other parish members about
having a parish mission.

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IT NEVER STOPS (Worrying about long-grown offspring)

Years ago, we drove across the country to meet our
first grandchild. Sarah was a most beautiful baby (of
coursel) who came with a head of bright red hair. The
day we arrived, she had kept her parents up all night
for the first time. Anne, our daughter, looked at me
with bleary eyes and said, "I knew I was going to lose
sleep. I didn't know I was going to worry!" "Get used
to it," I laughed. "It never stops.”

Indeed, it never does. Anne still worries about
Sarah, who is now in graduate school—just as I still
worry about Anne, who is just past the half-century
mark. But my worries about my kids don't keep me
awake at night as my sister-in-law's do.

Jane has good enough reason to worry. When her
older son lost his job and couldn't find another in his
engineering field, he decided to do what he always
wished he had done: study medicine. His wife, whose
study for her master's degree John had supported
both financially and emotionally, sued him for divorce
on grounds of nonsupport and won custody of their
three daughters. All through med school, John has
struggled to keep up with his studies, maintain a
relationship with his girls and pay the bills (Jane was
able to help with the last problem). Now he is an
intern, and the pace is, of course, even harder—but
he loves what he is doing. Jane thinks he is going to
make a very good doctor, the kind who really listens
to his patients. So why does she complain that she
hasn't had a decent night's sleep for nearly a year,
but is wide awake and unable to return to slumber
after just a few hours?

Partly personality, I suspect. She has always been a
worrier, and the husband who used to calm her fears
has been dead for many years. Also, she is in her 80s
and has had many health problems. The optimism of
youth can wear as thin as the cartilage in an aging
knee under such circumstances.

A friend in who Jane confided her feelings was wise
enough fo refrain from ftelling her not fo worry.
Instead, she first checked out John's state of mind
and learned that indeed he has no regrets about his
choice of a second career, in spite of the difficulties
he faces. Then she focused on the insomnia and
suggested some things Jane might try: sleeping in a
different bed, on the couch or in a comfortable chair,

perhaps. She asked if Jane had ever had any training
in relaxation techniques. Jane replied that her
cardiac rehab sessions had always ended with such an
exercise.

"It's time to brush up on those techniques,” the
wise friend said. “Furthermore,” she added,
"relaxation is a great position from which to pray.
Just lean into God's loving arms and bring John there
with you."

I suspect that we old folks worry more than we did
when we were young. Life has taught us that terrible
things do indeed happen, that happy endings don't
always arrive and that everyone we love is more
vulnerable than we once suspected—ourselves
included. We have buried too many people we loved,
some of them very young. Even our own bodies betray
us.

So don't be surprised to find that we worry about
our kids, no matter how old they are. Don't waste your
breath telling us not fo. We already know it doesn't
help a bit, but sometimes it's hard to find the off
switch. The most helpful thing you can do is to imitate
Jane's wise friend and present some alternatives.

Help us to relax, especially as we pray with you.
(Surely you have noticed how hard it is to open up to
God when you're tied in knots!) Try leading us
through a guided meditation, an exercise that usually
begins with some deep relaxation. (If this is a prayer
form unfamiliar to you, search the library for books
and tapes or do an Internet search for instructions.)

Practice on your own first and see what a lovely
experience this can be. Once you have honed your own
relaxation skills, you will be a precious gift to us,
someone who can help us release our deepest
concerns and lay them in God's hands.

We will surely go to our graves still worrying about
our kids. Nothing makes us more vulnerable than our
love for them. They are, as Roger Bacon put in half a
millennium ago, the hostages we have given fo fate.
But when we can give our cares over to God, we will
sleep better.

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DO YOU KNOwW?
“Grooming” Behaviors

Most child abuse occurs after the
perpetrator has gained the trust of the child and of
his or her parents/guardians through a process called
"grooming.” The grooming process has three basic
elements, which are both separate and interrelated:
physical grooming, psychological grooming, and
community grooming.

e Physical grooming can begin with a simple pat on
the back, but over time it becomes more intimate.

e Psychological grooming takes many forms, all of
which are designed to drive a wedge between the
child and the parent or guardian and to pull the
child under the control of the perpetrator.
Psychological techniques include a wide variety of
activities, from telling a child that sexual contact
is "an act of love sanctioned by God" to
threatening harm to someone the child loves if he
or she tells anyone about the abuse.

e Community grooming usually happens at the same
time that physical and psychological grooming is
progressing with the child. It targets the
parents, guardians, and the rest of the
community. The purpose is fo convince us that
this is someone who really cares about kids and is
committed to their well-being, so that we will not
notice or will disregard the warning signs because
we can't believe the perpetrator would commit
such a crime. The process can ftake as little as a
few days or as long as a few months, but the
perpetrator is willing to be patient to gain the
trust of everyone involved. This is how child
molesters avoid being caught.
