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Dear Friends, 
 
Thank you to everyone who helped to make our Holy Week and Easter celebrations so 

beautiful. Hours of work went into the preparation for each of the liturgies that we celebrated from Palm 
Sunday through Easter and so we owe thanks to many people. The directors of liturgy and music worked 
together with hundreds of volunteers to arrange the liturgy, prepare the participation booklets, decorate 
the church, select the music, rehearse the choirs and musicians, give direction for processions and foot-
washings, prepare the readers and other liturgical ministers, and oversee each day’s celebration.  Thanks 
to them, to parish staff members who organized the sacristans and all the materials needed for each 
day’s liturgy, to the volunteers who assisted with just about every detail of arrangement and execution, 
and to the maintenance staff and volunteers who set up, cleaned up, and rearranged after each day’s 
events.  Thanks to the director and actors for the Passion drama and to all of you for your generosity, 
your hospitality and your faithful participation.  The Lenten Faces of Hunger contributions came to over 
$36,000 which went to the various programs of Catholic Charities and the Easter collection for the parish 
was $65,341.  100 Easter baskets were prepared and donated to needy children by our More Youth 
students and $885 was raised by religious education students for the “One in a Million” project of 
Catholic Charities.  
 
Even with all of the above, the Easter season has just begun.  The season of Easter celebration lasts for 
50 days – from Easter to Pentecost – and is an extended period of celebrating the significance of Christ’s 
resurrection for us and for the world. During this time the Church invites us into a joyful period of naming 
that which makes us Christian and, like the apostles of old, preaching and proclaiming the good news far 
and wide. During the Easter Vigil thirty eight adults and teens were fully initiated into our Catholic 
community and on Thursday of this week 137 more will celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation and 
complete their sacraments of initiation. Most of them are young people who represent the newest 
generation of Catholics growing into their own personal faith. We congratulate and encourage them in 
choosing to confirm their faith.     
 
The Catholic Stewardship Appeal (CSA) has now finished its second month and we are at 76% of our goal 
($153,156 pledged/donated toward a $201,972 goal).  Thank you to all who have responded so well.  
However, they represent only 546 households – out of 6010.  If you have not yet made a pledge or a 
donation, please consider doing so. Forms are available in the foyer if you cannot find your original. 16 out 
of 31 parishes are already over 100% according to the last report – just in case competition can motivate!

CALLED TO BE WITNESSES 
 

 Thomas probably would be a good man to have in your corner in a modern-day courtroom. 
Even though he was willing to follow Jesus to death (John 11:16), he’s not going to go out into the 
world now and attempt to give witness to the risen Christ when all he has at his disposal is hearsay 
evidence from the other apostles. No, he wants immediate evidence, a hands-on experience of 
Christ risen and present. The risen Christ ultimately provides Thomas with the experience and 
evidence he needs. 

 Many of us, when we struggle with our faith or our belief, can identify with Thomas. But even when our faith is in 
relatively solid shape, we encounter people who are a bit like Thomas, who won’t believe unless they are given credible 
experience of the risen Christ. We, then, are called to be witnesses. Like Christ, we cannot be ashamed to show the 
woundedness of the Body of Christ, the Church. We must even allow others to probe and examine the wounds. But we 
must also greet them with “Peace” and know that, in the glorious everlasting life of Christ risen from the dead, our 
wounds are not our final destiny. Our final joy is life transformed for eternity.

JOINED TOGETHER IN CHRIST 
   The Eucharist contributes deep meaning to a marriage    By MELISSA NUSSBAUM 

   My husband’s Aunt Dorothy died last Thanksgiving. 
When I married into the family, Dorothy had seven 
children at home. The oldest was in middle school, the 
youngest in diapers. It wasn’t hard to spot Uncle Jim 
and Aunt Dorothy and their kids in the parking lot of our 
parish, St. Mary’s. They were the only family riding in a 
black Cadillac limo bought used from the local 
undertakers. 
   Before she married Jim, Dorothy worked as a 
secretary in the office of Fr. John Cavanaugh, the 
president of Notre Dame. That’s where Jim and Dorothy 
met, on the Notre Dame campus in Indiana, she a local 
Mishawaka girl and he a Texas boy far from home. They 
were formed, deeply and for life, by their experience in 
the American Catholic church of the 1940s and ‘50s. 
  Their family prayed the rosary together every night. 
(If we needed a babysitter from among their brood, we 
knew to plan our outing post-rosary.) Dorothy and Jim 
were the first people we knew to make a pilgrimage to 
Medjugorje. (And, yes, their rosary turned gold there, 
under the Marian sun.) If they ever disagreed with the 
church teaching on artificial contraception—the burning 
issue for many of their childbearing years—there was no 
evidence of it. The children came, one right after 
another, for 13 or 14 years. 
   So when I tell you that her impromptu liturgical 
gesture at our wedding continues to shape our marriage, 
understand that Aunt Dorothy saw no need for the 
reform of the liturgy. The rites of her childhood 
sustained her until her death. But if the bishop told her 
the Mass would now be celebrated in the language of the 
local assembly, Dorothy would put away her Latin missal 
and buy an English version. Her orientation was always 
toward the church and its teaching. 
   At our wedding, Aunt Dorothy approached the altar, 
where the chalice had been placed, ready for all who 
wished to receive from it. We were seated nearby, 
watching the procession of those who had gathered to 
witness the beginning of our new household among all the 
households of faith. She carefully took the cup in her 
hands, and she turned and raised the cup to us. It was a 
toast, we saw at once — wordless, and without question 
the best toast of our lives. Dorothy smiled and then she 
drank the blood of Christ. She placed the chalice back 
on the altar and returned to her place in the pew, making 
the sign of the cross. 
   We have spoken of it often through the 36 years 

since. Dorothy was both solemn — her watchful taking of 
the cup in her hands, her measured turning to us — and 
joyful. She smiled at us, glad for us and for the family 
grown through this rite. When she raised the chalice to 
us, we understood that she was bidding us everything 
good: real food and real drink from the One whose 
bounty never fails, whose care never falters. She was 
bidding us a life lived in the Body, grafted to the Vine. 
She was welcoming us along a journey she and Jim had 
undertaken years before us, a journey into which we, in 
turn, would welcome others. 
   Weeks after our wedding, we were back in school. One 
Saturday night we went to Mass in Dillon Hall on the edge 
of the Notre Dame campus, where Fr. James Burtchaell 
regularly preached and presided. It was his first time to 
see us as a married couple. We stood with the other 
students in a circle around the altar for the Liturgy of 
the Eucharist. At Communion, Fr. Burtchaell walked 
around the circle, going from person to person, stopping 
before each one and saying, as he raised the host, “The 
body of Christ.” 
   As Fr. Burchaell came to Martin, he took two hosts 
from the paten and said, “Martin and Melissa, the body 
of Christ.” He handed both hosts to my newly minted 
husband, who then turned and gave me the bread of life. 
We had been recognized for what we were, and are: one 
flesh. 
   Aunt Dorothy and Fr. Burtchaell, a highly unlikely pair, 
contributed the two gestures we keep — like talisman, 
like relics — to be taken out and touched again when the 
journey grows long and the way weary. Now Aunt Dorothy 
is dead and Fr. Burtchaell has receded into the mists of 
dementia. 
   I have cause to remember them when I began to chafe 
from the irritants of household routines, of daily life 
with too many chores and too little conversation, of 
habits that grate away and grind against patience. (Why 
does he plant his elbows on the table? Why does she 
chew her nails?) I remember the chalice raised toward us 
in hope and promise, the bread feeding us and sealing us 
to one another and to Christ. 
   Here’s to you, Aunt Dorothy. Eternal rest grant unto 
her, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon her. Amen.

Why does the Sunday after Easter 
have two titles? The liturgical calendar 
says the Sunday after Easter can 
either be designated the Second 
Sunday of Easter or Divine Mercy 
Sunday. What’s the difference, and 

why doesn’t the Church just pick one? 
Mateo 

Dear Mateo, 
 

    The difficulty with picking just one title is that 
the other could be forgotten, and the Church wants 
to recognize both. The more fundamental title is the 
Second Sunday of Easter. The official Latin text of 
the 2002 Roman Missal reveals the Church’s 
thoughts: the day is designated Dominica II Paschae, 
the “Second Sunday of Easter.” Below those words, in 
smaller print, are the words seu de divina 
Misericordia, “or of Divine Mercy.” The emphases for 
celebration are complementary. Most profoundly, the 
day is a continuation of the Easter feast. It marks 
the octave—the eighth day of the celebration—and 
finds its primary identity in relation to the 
celebration of the Easter mystery. Following a 
revelation received by Saint Faustina, a Polish saint 
to whom he was devoted, Pope John Paul II decreed 
that this day also be recognized and celebrated as 
Divine Mercy Sunday, a day particularly focused on  
celebrating the richness of God’s mercy as revealed 
in Christ. Such a celebration adds a warm devotional 
component to the liturgical celebration, and so the 
celebrations can coexist.
