How Big of a Problem Child Sexual Exploitation Is? 
 

The sexual victimization of children is overwhelming 
in magnitude, yet it is largely unrecognized and 
underreported. Statistics show that one in five girls 
and one in ten boys are sexually exploited before 
they reach adulthood, yet less than 35% of those 
child sexual assaults are reported to authorities. 
Creating safe environments for our children is as 
important as ever. Parents and all who work with 
children need to become better informed about the 
warning signs of sexual abuse so that they can 
prevent it.
