SACRAMENT OF

ANOINTING OF THE SICK
November 21-4:30 p.m.
November 22—8 & 10 a.m. and 12 noon

Next weekend we will be celebrating the
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick at the 4:30
p-m. Mass on Saturday, November 21 and the 8
a.m., 10 a.m. and 12 noon Masses on Sunday,
November 22nd. Those to be anointed are asked to
sign up ahead of time so that we can call each by
name.

Eligibility is defined as "those whose
health is seriously impaired by sickness or old
age”. The church teaches: "This sacrament gives
the grace of the Holy Spirit to those who are sick: by
this grace the whole person is helped and saved,
sustained by trust in God, and strengthened against
the temptations of the Evil One and against anxiety
over death.. The sick person will be saved by personal
faith and the faith of the Church” (Rite of Anointing).

It even scares
believers. It shouldn't, of course, because believers
hope in a life of bliss with our redeemer. But death
still scares us.

Like students awaiting a report card, like
employees awaiting a performance review, the
faithful believe that God will judge our acts after
we die.

DO YOU KNOW?
Be Vigilant

It is vitally important that we are constantly
vigilant—that we always observe the behaviors of
those who interact with children. And we must always
communicate our concerns to the appropriate parties.
Sometimes this means communicating our safety
concerns to our children. And sometimes this means
communicating our concerns about seemingly
inappropriate behavior to those who are in a position
to intervene. Parents must also listen carefully to
their children and observe both their children's
activities and the behavior of older children and
adults who interact with them. When children exhibit
dramatic behavioral changes, adults must find out
what caused the changes. Being aware of what's
happening with our children means talking to, listening
to, and observing them—at every opportunity.
